Tahsin Yücel, a Turkish short story and novelist, essayist, critic and translator, was born
on February 17, 1933. He graduated from Galatasaray High School in 1953 and from IUEF
French Language and Literature Department in 1960. Tahsin Yücel started his studies with
storytelling. The plain language he used, the modern words he used, the consistency in his
approach to the Anatolian people and the mastery in his expression drew attention. He
received comments from names such as Behçet Necatigil.
Some of his stories have been translated into Swedish and French. Yücel, who brought the
works of writers such as Balzac, Flaubert, Jean Giraudoux, Proust, Camus, Sartre, and
Saint-Exupéry to our language, in addition to his short story collections, novels, scientific
research and institutional writings, was awarded the Azra Erhat Translation Distinguished
Service Award in 1984.

ÂŞİYAN MUSEUM
Aşiyan Museum is the house where poet Tevfik Fikret lived between 1906-1915 and has

been serving as a museum since 1945. Tevfik Fikret had this house built in 1906, for

which he had arranged all the plans for his interior and exterior architecture. He sells

the mansion in Aksaray, which he inherited from his father, and begins to organize this

house, which he named Âşiyan, which means "Home" in Persian. The poet, who spent

his last years in this house, reveals pieces of his own soul while drawing the plans of the

house. The same things are often said about the general mood of Âşiyan.                                  

Information about Aşiyan Museum

The museum, which has an
excellent view, is free to enter. You
can visit until 18:00.
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The famous painting "Sis" by Şehzade Abdülmecit Efendi,

inspired by the poem "Sis" by Tevfik Fikret, is also located here.      

Aşiyan Museum sections are divided into many sections and each section

functions separately. This 3-storey house, located in a garden, has 9 sections

with its garden. These sections are listed as garden, living room, Edebiyat-ı

Cedide, Abdülhak Hamit Tarhan, study room, dining room, kitchen and

laundry, bedroom, Poet Nigar section.
